Thank you for enquiring about our award-winning Tennis Club, we are always delighted to hear from people who may be considering joining our Club.  We hope the information below will encourage you to complete an application form or contact our Membership Secretary (named below) for further information.  As well as Club and match play for both adult and junior players, the Club also offers a full coaching programme and therefore we welcome players of all ages and abilities.

General

· Thame Tennis Club is an award-winning and progressive sports club situated in the heart of Thame and has been voted ‘Oxfordshire Tennis Club of the Year’ by the OLTA.

· We offer a wide range of opportunities and facilities to tennis players of all ages and abilities.

· The Club has six high quality all-weather courts, with court lighting on two of them.

· There is a thriving Junior section, a specialist Junior sub-committee and a dedicated Junior priority court.

· The Club has achieved the LTA Mini Tennis accreditation status; it has a child protection policy and is affiliated to both the LTA and the Oxfordshire LTA.

· We have car-parking facilities in Chiltern Grove and many members either walk or cycle to the Club.

· All members of the Tennis Club are automatically members of Thame Sports Club, which manages the Main Clubhouse and bar.

Membership

· Membership is offered for Family, Adult Tennis and Junior Tennis.

· Junior Membership is for those players under 18 years of age on 1st January of the current year and for students under 22 years of age in full time education.

· There are two Family Membership options – either A) two adult members plus junior members of the family, or B) a single playing adult plus junior members of the family.

· Current annual subscriptions may be found on the Membership Application Form.  Joining fees are payable in all categories.  

· A social membership of Thame Sports Club is available for non-players.  This permits use of Clubhouse facilities including the bar and participation in social events.

Court play

· General Club Play is an important part of the Club’s activities, although a full programme of league and friendly matches is also arranged.

· Club Evenings are on Tuesdays and Thursdays, commencing at 6.00pm.

· Other special evenings are devoted to ‘Rusty Racquets’, Open Evenings, Ladies Evenings and Mens and Ladies Team Practice.

· Throughout the year there is also Club Play on Wednesday and Friday afternoons.

· During the summer, Friendly matches are arranged with other local clubs, encouraging match experience in competitive but non-league games.  Members are all encouraged to enter the Club Tournaments for Singles, Doubles and Juniors, which are played during the summer months.  These events culminate in a Finals Day with barbecue held at the beginning of September.

· Other less formal Mixed Doubles tournaments are held on a Sunday afternoon in June and July and are followed by an evening barbecue.

Coaching

· The Club has an integrated coaching structure, for both adult and junior players, organised by our fully qualified and LTA licensed Head Coach Steve Bell. 

· Coaching is available for Juniors on weekdays after school and at weekends.

· Adult group coaching takes place on weekday and Saturday mornings.

· Individual coaching is also always available by arrangement with Steve.

· Holiday Tennis Camps take place during the Easter and Summer holidays.

Affiliations

· Thame Tennis Club is affiliated to the National and Oxfordshire Lawn Tennis Associations.

· The Club is represented by Men’s, Ladies’, Mixed and Junior teams, competing in the National Club League, the Oxfordshire Summer League, the Thames Valley Winter League and the Aylesbury & District Summer and Winter Leagues.

· Currently the club has eight Men’s teams, seven Ladies teams and three Mixed teams, as well as Junior teams, giving ample opportunity for match play at all levels, including the top divisions.

Management

· The Tennis Club is managed by a Committee, which is elected by the members at the Annual General Meeting each year in October.

· At least one member of the Tennis Club Committee sits on the Management Committee of Thame Sports Club.

Social events

· Quiz evenings, Games evenings, Social Tournaments and barbecues all contribute to a vibrant and enjoyable atmosphere within the Club.

· These events offer additional opportunities to enjoy the excellent facilities and bar, available in our main Clubhouse.

· The Club also holds an annual Dinner Dance and Trophy Presentation Evening in October/November.

Newsletter

· A Newsletter is issued two or three times a year to keep members informed of all the Club’s activities and provides an opportunity for members to contribute their views and suggestions or articles of interest for other Club members.
